This Specialized Residential Facility (SRF) for the elderly will be licensed by California Social Services, Department of Community Care Licensing and vendored
by North Bay Regional Center (NBRC) to serve individuals with medical needs, transitioning out of Skilled Nursing Facilities. This home will serve 4 adults in
Solano County with 56 hours a week of a licensed vocational nurse, a minimum of 2 Direct Support Professionals to 4 clients and a full-time administrator.
Professional Consultation services may include: A Registered Nurse, Board Certified Behavior Analyst, Occupational Therapist, Registered Dietician, Recreational
Therapist and/or Physical Therapist. These homes are monitored/visited on a quarterly basis by each client’s NBRC Service Coordinator, on an annual basis by
NBRC’s Quality Assurance Staff and annually unannounced by Community Care Licensing. Individuals served in this home will be over the age of 59 years or have
similar needs to someone over the age of 59.

This house is owned by a Housing Development Organization (HDO), with the Department of Developmental Services on the deed and the deed is restricted to only
serving individuals with developmental disabilities, even if the provider changes. The HDO then leases the home to the Service Provider selected through NBRC’s
Community Placement Plan, Request for Proposal process.

SUBJECT: REQUIRED CHANGES TO CONFLICT-OF-INTEREST POLICIES

This letter requires all regional centers to update their conflict-of-interest policies.
Welfare and Institutions Code (WIC) Section 4626.5 was amended by Chapter 902,
Statutes of 2024, effective on January 1, 2025, as noted in bold font below:

WIC 4626.5. Each regional center shall submit a conflict-of-interest policy to the
department by July 1, 2011, and shall post the policy on its internet website by
August 1, 2011. The policy shall do, or comply with, all of the following:

(&) Contain the elements of this section and be consistent with applicable law.

(b) Define conflicts of interest.

(c) Identify positions within the regional center required to complete and file a
conflict-of-interest statement.

(d) Facilitate disclosure of information to identify conflicts of interest.

(e) Require candidates for nomination, election, or appointment to a regional
center board, and applicants for regional center director to disclose any
potential or present conflicts of interest prior to being appointed, elected, or
confirmed for hire by the regional center or the regional center governing
board.

(H Require the regional center and its governing board to regularly and
consistently monitor and enforce compliance with its conflict-of-interest
policy.

(g) Prohibit aregional center employee from accepting a gift or gifts from
a service provider, consumer, or consumer’s family member valued
over fifteen dollars ($15) per year.

(h) Establish a policy prohibiting regional center senior staff from hiring
relatives at the center or any ancillary foundation and organization.
The policy shall be included in the regional center contract and shall
be included in training of the governing board.

For purposes of subdivisions (g) and (h) above, “family member” and “relatives” both
are defined based upon the following definition in subdivision (f) of Section 54505 of
Title 17 regulations: ““Family Member’ includes the individual's spouse, domestic
partner, parents, stepparents, grandparents, siblings, step-siblings, children,
stepchildren, grandchildren, parents-in-law, brothers-in-law, sisters-in-law, sons-in-law,
and daughters-in-law.” This definition should be considered to include such
associations by blood, marriage, and adoption.

. NBRC Board Report- Breeanne reported that the board met at the new Solano location. There

was an open house and a short business meeting. The audit was approved. This is
Rosemary’s last month on the board, and she will be missed. Christopher Bennett (self-
advocate and legislative expert) and Cheryl Snavely (parent) were approved on the board.
Alan Kerzin is also pending but on hold for the moment. The board also had a training on the
Public Records Act which was very informative. Breeanne and Gabriel will keep vendors
updated on this topic.

Breeanne shared that Grass Roots Day was last week. 2 Self Advocates, 2 board members
and Gabriel attended. They shared stories with local legislative staff.

ARCA Report - Gabriel said that if vendors have success stories, please email him this week.
He said they are closely monitoring what is happening with Medicaid and will keep the vendor
community updated. He thanked Breeanne for joining Grass Roots Day. He also thanked
Elizabeth for Dance Alchemia who came to their all staff meeting and thanked Carin for the
Peer Advocate Leadership Cohort program. He expressed appreciation to all the vendors who
showed up at the open house and other vendor events. There is lots of good things going on
despite the challenges. Lastly, he shared that NBRC is switching from Zoom to Teams for
video conferencing effective May 1%. This is for cost savings and increased security reasons.
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f. Committees / Subcommittees

» Public Policy Advisory Committee — Linda shared that the group discussed the
Legislative Luncheon. They will have a catered lunch and if vendors would be
willing to make donations, that would be super helpful. In the past UCPNB and The
ARC Solano have paid for the lunch. If interested, please make checks payable to
Pace Solano care of the VAC. The plan is a boxed lunch from Panera. Please
share the flyer around.

» Linda also shared a few more details about Medicaid cuts. The House passed the
2024 budget resolution. The blueprint directs the Energy and Commerce
Committee to cut $880 billion. These cuts would impact disability services and there
has already been advocacy from the community. Effective March 14™ there needs
to be a budget, or the government will shut down. President Trump is asking the
legislature not to let that happen. There is a hearing for Dr. Oz’s confirmation
coming up in March and this will be a point of interest for our services as well.

I.  NBRC UPDATES:

a. Fiscal - Isabel shared that rates have been updated; however, some have not had the retro
adjustments issued. The retro payments will be issued after the check run.

b. Vendor Relations — Courtney shared that rate agreements are out except respite, early start
and behavioral services. She shared an updated link to the Provider directory (see below) that
lists who qualifies for the QIP. If your rate wasn’t updated and you are on the QIP list, they will
go ahead and update rates in the near future. If you have not received the rate agreement
letter, check SignNow in your junk mail files. Reach out to Courtney if you have questions.
Isabel also shared they will issue the 10% additional payment after they finish rolling out the
rate updates. The process is complex, and the system limitations have made it a bit
challenging. She thanked everyone for all their patience. They hope to have all rates updated
soon. As a reminder, PLEASE complete the Provider Agreement when you receive it

c. Consumer Advocacy - Ellen handed out the newest version of the Advocator which focuses on
person centered thinking. She is working on the spring issue to come out later in April. She
has been working on the legislative lunch and is sending flyers to many of the legislative folks
in our area. She is also working on a plan to grow wellness programs. She shared that
Special Olympics is hosting a Basketball tournament.

d. Transportation Review — Letty shared this presentation is for 880 service providers (day
programs that have a transportation component). 875 providers should reach out to R&D
separately. Below is a summary of the key points in the presentation:

e Transportation Rate Acknowledgement Forms will be sent to the vendors within the next
couple of weeks and are due back by 3/31/2025.

e Authorizations need to align with new service codes by 12/31/2025.

e If your current rate is more than the rate determined by the rate model, you will be held
“harmless which means you can retain your current rate until 6/30/2026. Effective 7/1/2026,
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rates will be adjusted to the rate model. To qualify for the full rate (including 10% QIP) the
vendors must participate in the DDS Provider Directory.

Rates are transitioning to a per person trip rate. Ambulatory riders are $16.49 per trip and
non-ambulatory riders are $17.26 per trip. Most individuals will have 2 trips per day. An Aide
that assists during transportation is $33.99 per hour and must be authorized by NBRC. This is
a 1:1 service and the Service Code is 882.

To recap:

Returned Transportation Rate Acknowledgement Forms are due to NBRC by 3/31/2025.

NBRC will align new rates with corresponding sub codes after all forms are received from
vendors.

R&D will work with NBRC to update rate tables in e-billing.
By 12/31/2025, all authorizations need to transition to applicable sub codes.

Medicaid cuts could have Napa, Bay Area impacts

Updated at 11:40 a.m. Monday — Federal budget-cutting proposals that Rep.
Mike Thompson says threaten Medicaid have some in the North Bay fearing they will

pay a price, from people with disabilities to hospitals.

Privacy - Terms
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Congressional Republicans have
instructed the House Energy and
Commerce Committee to cut spending
by $880 billion. The committee has
jurisdiction over Medicare and
Medicaid.

Thompson, D-St. Helena, opposes the
proposed cuts, saying they can't be
made without destroying Medicaid. He
delivered that message April 17 at Napa
County's North Bay Regional Center,

which serves people with disabilities.

"I know these Medicaid cuts are going to hurt," he told the gathering of a couple dozen

people. "They're going to hurt your community. They're going to hurt the greater

community. And they will be devastating. And the person imposing them is not nice."

Medicaid — called Medi-Cal in California — is a government insurance plan for people

who have low incomes or disabilities. The Georgetown University McCourt School of

Public Policy estimates 18.8% of Napa County residents had Medicaid coverage in
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2023, or about 26,000 people.
Republican leadership has said the goal is to target people who are on Medicaid and

are ineligible for the program, not qualified recipients.

"Social Security won't be touched, other than if there's fraud or something," President
Trump said in a White House posting. "It's going to be strengthened. Medicare,
Medicaid — none of that stuff is going to be touched. ... Now, if there are illegal

migrants in the system, we're going to get them out."

Thompson expressed doubt there is widespread Medicaid fraud. "Waste, fraud and

abuse has always been kind of a straw person," he said.

Some of the families at the North Bay Regional Center event who depend on Medicaid

are worried. They talked about their fears with Thompson.

Loree Trojan has Williams syndrome, a genetic disorder that can cause various organ
problems. She has suffered from a stroke and hemorrhaging of her colon, though she

looked healthy and happy on this recent day.

"I need my medication to help me live forever and not die," she told Thompson. "I

don't want to have a heart attack."

She does cleaning jobs through the Pace Benicia, a program serving adults with

disabilities. That gives her some spending money.
"I go out places to have fun with friends and family," she said.

She lives with her sister, Kelly Trojan, in Vallejo. Kelly Trojan said Medicaid is crucial
to help cover the cost of medication and the doctors familiar with Loree Trojan's

history.

"For my dear sister, it's life and death," she told Thompson.
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Toni Marie Giardello was born without arms and faced other physical problems. Her
sister Joanne Giardello said she "looked like a broken bird." But her mother ignored

doctors who said she should be allowed to die.

Today, Toni Marie Giardello is 68 and goes to the Pace Benicia day program. She

cares for cats at a pet store and goes to lunches and participates in other activities.
"I meet a lot of people," she said.

Her sister Joanne Giardello is worried about the possible Medicaid cuts, given they've
found just the right doctor and one who takes Medicaid. She also thinks the job and

social programs used by her sister are threatened.
"It is absolutely life and death," she said.

Joanne Giardello told the Napa Valley Register she isn't comforted by Republican
leadership's claim that eligible Medicaid recipient won't be hurt.

"I'm very worried," she said. "I don't trust their word at this point."
Kelly Trojan told the Register she is also concerned.

"I hope they have some morality and human decency about them," she said. "I'm not
either Republican or Democrat and I know people from both sides of the aisle. It's
been my impression most Republicans also want people who need it to get the care

they need. But it's such a free-for-all right now, I am worried."

Lisa Colarusso of ParentsCAN in Napa heard these and other tales as she sat in a

conference room with Thompson.
"It's the stories that are going to make a difference," she said.

Thompson said the stories need to be told in Republican districts. Republicans hold a
narrow margin in the House of Representatives and 12 have said they oppose

Medicaid cuts, though Thompson said they left themselves some loopholes.
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"We only need three," he said. "Just three."

Some at the North Bay Regional Center meeting predicted Medicaid cuts would effect
more than the poor and those with disabilities. Thompson pointed to a news

conference he held in March in San Francisco.

Amy Herold, chief administrative officer for Providence Queen of the Valley Medical
Center in Napa, spoke at that press conference. She said the hospital would have to

reduce services if it lost government funding.
That's what keeps her up at night, she said in a Thompson news release for the event.

Thompson, at the North Bay Regional Center meeting, said Medicaid cuts could
impact more than the recipients. If you need a type of surgery and the hospital cut

those two surgeons, you would be out of luck.

"It doesn't matter if you get your health care through Medicaid or you have buckets of

money," he said.

Gabriel Rogin, executive director of the North Bay Regional Center, thanked
Thompson for holding the event there.

"In turbulent times like these, we need your leadership more than ever," Rogin told

Thompson.

Napa County officials on Monday said the county receives tens of millions of dollars
annually through Medi-Cal, the California Medicaid program. The money supports
such services as behavioral health, substance abuse treatment and health care for

vulnerable populations.

"While it’s too soon to predict specific impacts from potential federal cuts, any

reduction in Medicaid funding could pose significant challenges to local services," a
county statement said. "The county is closely monitoring the situation and working
with state and federal partners to ensure continued support for the individuals and

families who rely on these critical programs."
